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We gave an extended account last |
* week of the fine new ‘fountain-at the
lLiead of Main street presented to the
¢ity by the National Humano Alli-
ance. The program of dedication
was very successfully carried out Fri-
day afternoon.

1,700 pupils from the public schools,
the Columbia parochial schools and]
the S. M. Normal college marched
in order to the platform near the
sountain. Capt. A. C. Page was mar-
shal. It was an inspiring sight to
see them coming up Main street
from the courthouse square. They
filled the open spaco around - the]
fountain and outside of them was a
cirele of several thousand of ourj:
citizens. On the platform  were}
May Campbell, the city council,q v
the courthouse officials, the board of.
education, the water and light board,
